lamb
A young sheep.  

There are lots of lambs in 
the fields in Spring!

chocolate 
A delicious sweet treat. 

Easter eggs are  
made of chocolate!

basket
 A type of container with 
a handle. Very useful for 

collecting Easter eggs in!

flowers
The brightly coloured part 
of a plant. There are lots of 
flowers growing in Spring!

nest 
A home for birds to lay their 
eggs in. Chicks then hatch 

from the eggs!

bunny 
Another word for a rabbit. 
The Easter Bunny delivers 

the chocolate eggs!

bonnet 
A type of hat that is tied 

under the chin.  
Children make Easter 

bonnets to wear!

sunshine
 Light and heat from the
